Multi-Parcel per Page Custom Reports

New capabilities have been added to CAMA 2000 to support multi-parcel per page custom reports. The new feature will allow greater flexibility in generating custom reports that show limited property information appearing in several parcels on a single page. The feature works with or without a filter.

To implement the feature, two changes are required. First, reports will need to be cataloged with the “multi-parcel” checkbox checked. Second, a change will need to be made (or added for new reports) in the Data Environment of the report. Procedures for cataloging reports and making changes in the Data Environment are outlined below.

Which reports are multi-parcel, and which are not?

Any report on which you intend to display more than one parcel per page should be catalogued as a multi-parcel report. Reports for which a single parcel is displayed in one (or more) pages should be catalogued as single parcel (i.e. do NOT check the Multi-parcel box).

How CAMA 2000 prepares files for your report. The difference between multi-parcel and single parcel reports.

When you run a report catalogued as a multi-parcel report, CAMA 2000 opens your database and provides a single file of parcels (with associated sub-tables), subject to any filter that you have set in place. The computer does not issue a formfeed after each parcel, but prints as many parcels as will fit on each page and continues until all selected parcels have been processed. Your report is run once. Information in the “detail line” will appear once for each parcel record that is processed. Consequently, when designing your report, it is important to understand how FoxPro uses the detail line, grouping, headers, and footers. Documentation on the FoxPro Report Writer can be found at :

When the information about a parcel consumes an entire page, or more, you should NOT catalogue the report as multi-parcel. Instead, allow the default “single parcel” to prevail. This option does not mean you can only run a single parcel. You can run one or many parcels. When you run them, the report form is “called” by CAMA one time for each parcel you have selected (highlighted or filtered). The report form will receive only one parcel of information and then be called again for the next parcel. This has meaning for you in terms of the placement of fields on the report you create (the detail line will only happen once) but the end result – what you see on paper or the screen – can be many pages of parcels. The Property Record Card, for example, is a “single parcel report.”

You will need to determine those reports which are multi-parcel and those which are not and catalog the reports accordingly. You may need to make some adjustments internally to the reports to make them work properly. In addition, record fields in your database will need to be 10 characters in length or less. We have provided a utility (TRIMFLDS.EXE) to make this change for you. (see Figure 10 for details)

Preparing database

1. Zip up your database (for backup purposes)

2. Place TRIMFLDS.EXE in your local directory (where the database is). and double-click on it. This changes any field name that is over 10 characters to 10 or less.

3. Make a list of reports that are multi-parcel

Adding MULTI-PARCEL reports to your system

CAUTION: checking Multi-Parcel Per Page (below) makes changes to the report which cannot be readily undone. Be careful to check the box only for multi-parcel reports.

1. Take out DataEnvironment info from each report (see Figure 1 through 3)

a. Go to modify report (Figure 1)

b. Figure 2 – right button on the report to get Data Environment Menu choice*

c. Figure 3 – select and delete any and all tables in grey window

d. Figure 5 – right mouse button and select Properties

e. Figure 6 – double-click on BeforeOpenTables Event

f.  Figure 7 – type in window: DO OPN4RPTS, close screens

2. Go to CATALOG REPORTS - Figure 8 – add Report, Title, Type of report (CUSTOM), and select PRINTER as output device. Be sure to check MULTI-PARCEL checkbox

3. Run reports, altering fields that have been converted (shortened, if any) to the new name. See figure 9.

Adding SINGLE-PARCEL reports to your system

Note: When cataloguing these reports,t be careful NOT to check Multi-Parcel Per Page checkbox

1. No changes to DataEnvironment should be necessary.

2. Go to CATALOG REPORTS - Figure 8 – add Report, Title, Type of report (CUSTOM), and select PRINTER as output device. Be sure to NOT check MULTI-PARCEL checkbox.
*DataEnvironment will be grayed out (unavailable) if you do not have FoxPro on your PC. In that case you must request MicroSolve to make the needed changes in your report.
